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Policy on certification activities

The mission of JONA is to promote development of crop production, animal husbandry,
and aquaculture through organic and Good Agricultural Practice certification activities
and to maintain and preserve natural and living environments of people. Spreading not
only organic stuff but stuff that contributes better environment, labor safety, and food
safety would realize the conditions where crop production, animal husbandry, and
aquaculture, which would lead to preservation of environments such as soil, water, and
air and richer of life of all living of the Earth. JONA shall operate certification activities,

described above, to achieve the goal.
For that sake,

1. JONA shall conduct certification activities in an impartial, fair, and timely manner.

For the sake, JONA shall develop and implement the management system.
2. All personnel of JONA must have responsibility to keep confidentiality of the
information obtained through the activities and exclude conflict of interest in order

to keep objectivity and fairness.

3. JONA shall instruct and educate all personnel of JONA to implement organic



national certification and other certifications.
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
